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Panama Drums
The native drums of Panama, the “Caja”, the
“Pujas” and the “Repicador” are made of
hollow cylindrical wood from local tree trunks
covered with tanned and thoroughly sun dried
cowhide stretched tightly over one or both
circular ends of the wood, kept taut by chords
made of hide or rope. They are played by
beating the head or heads repetitiously in
rapid succession of strokes with the hands or
sticks to produce reverberating rhythmical
sounds.
